Rio Moda Hype presents line up for Fashion Rio Winter 2012
The award Rio Moda Hype will be held in two days, with two blocks of fashion shows, each with the participation of five stylists, who will bring a total of 100 looks to the runways, especially created for the event. Three out of the ten stylists chosen for this edition produce men’s fashion (Abdruck, Paulo Rocha and Soddi), four of them produce women’s fashion (Branchée, Martins Paulo, André Lucian and Lucas Magalhães) and three of them create unisex fashion (Estudio Frame, Antonio Bizarro and Sann Marcuccy).
 Launched in 2004, the PRMH project is a contest like event, dedicated to launching the new stylists in Brazilian fashion. The holding of the PRMH in the Brazilian fashion calendar in Rio de Janeiro is the result of actions of the Inbracultmode-Brazilian Institute of Culture, Fashion and Design and it is aimed at discovering and fostering new talents.  Over the last 15 years of work focused on the segment of new talents, entrepreneurs Robert Guimarães and Fernando Molinari promoted initiatives as Babilônia Feira Hype (1996), starting point of more than four thousand new brands and more than 300 implemented companies, such as PRMH (2004), with 101 new talents presented on runways and the Roda da Moda (Fashion Wheel) Website (2007).
 MOTIVATING NEW FASHION TALENTS
The partnership established between INBRACULTMODE and SEBRAE once again facilitate the execution of the event, each reveals new talents from all over the country and offers support to new entrepreneurs of the fashion industry. In this edition, four stylists who will have their fashion shows at Rio Moda Hype will be commercializing their collections for wholesale at RIO-À-PORTER: Branchée, Soddi, Lucas Magalhães and Antonio Bizarro.
ADBRUCK (RJ)
Collection: Mr. SCARECROW – STRAW HEART, inspired by the song of the same name by Herbert Vianna, was designed from five characters, subthemes, as: Mr. Scarecrow, Farmer, Crow, Corn and Sunflower.  Mr. Scarecrow – Straw Heart. Entrant at PRMH, Rafael Mayer is 27.
BRANCHÉE (RJ)
Collection: Swinging mixes races and nationalities, reminds us of our origins and primitive peoples. Africa appears then as a reference that is represented by the mixture of vibrant colors, which warms up Branchée’s winter. Carolina Herszenhut, 31 years old, participates in PRMH for the second time. 

 MARTINS PAULO (PI)
Collection: Santos Dumont, 2012 winter brings references to the male wardrobe, taking a new more structured, architectural modeling with graphics that remind us of aerodynamics design. Stylist Martins Paulo, 25 years old, has already participated in PRMH in previous editions.
 SODDI (BA)
Collection: An army of genetically modified and elegantly well-dressed men. The concept of body modification is present in the mix of modelings that go back to classics of men's clothing, dinner jacket collars and sports jackets.  Stylist Solon Diego Barros Silveira, 28 years old, participates in PRMH for the third time.
 ANDRÉ LUCIAN (RJ)
 For winter 2012, the brand Andre Lucian was inspired by human instinct: structures innate to behavior, but essential to survival, bring geometry by means of cut outs and triangular shapes. The print that trademarks the collection was developed based on fragments of feathers from different types of eagles. For the second time, stylist André Lucian, from Rio de Janeiro, participates in PRMH.
 ESTÚDIO FRAME (SP)
The theme of the collection is “KNOT”, with pieces that were produced with the direction of the threads and displaced modelings. Stylist Patrícia Brito, 25 years old, created the brand Frame in 2008 in order to participate in the 2009 winter edition of the award Rio Moda Hype. This is the second time the brand participates in the Award Rio Moda Hype.
 PAULO ROCHA (RJ)
 The collection sought references in the work of the photographer Marc Ferrez: the stylist was inspired by the photographic records of the several types of street workers from the time, such as door-to-door salesmen, recyclable waste collectors, basket makers, greengrocers and many other urban crafts that were part of the scenario of the capitals, during the empire. Debuting in the Rio Moda Hype Award, Paulo Maciel is 23 years old.
 ANTONIO BIZARRO (SP)
 The theme of the collection is the series of photographs by Richard Avedon entitled “In the American West”, from the mid 80’s, portraying common people in smaller towns.  In addition, the prohibition of canaries as methane gas detectors in coal mines and references to contemporary taxidermist Polly Morgan and her works using stuffed canaries. Debuting in the Rio Moda Hype Award, Antonio Bizarro is 25 years old.
LUCAS MAGALHÃES (MG)
 The theme of the collection if African Ark, inspired by Sonia Delaunay’s chromatic arts and by photographs of African tribes made by Carol Beckwith and Angela Fisher. Lucas brings color, graphics and attitude to 2012 winter in Brazil. Stylist Lucas Magalhães is 29 years old and participates in PRMH for the third time.
 SANN MARCUCCY (DF)
 Sann Marcuccy’s winter collection was inspired by the works of visual artist M.C. ESCHER and plays with optical illusions. The pieces of the collection translate the mirage spirit through cuts and cutouts with a mix of materials, using a lot of rich and sophisticated fabrics. Sann Marcuccy, 26 years old, participates in PRMH for the second time.
